O.A: Identificar estructuray usos de la voz pasiva en pasado y presente.

PASSIVE VOICE

La voz pasiva se utiliza para mostrar interés por la persona o cosa que es objeto de una accion, en
lugar de la persona o cosa que realiza dicha accion. Dicho de otro modo, la persona o cosa mas
importante pasa a ser el sujeto de la oracion.

Voz activa: | ate the apple --------- The apple was eaten by me

EJEMPLOS

The passive voice is used frequently. (= nos interesa la voz pasiva, no quién la usa.)
The house was built in 1654. (= nos interesa la casa, no quién la construyo.)

The road is being repaired. (= nos interesa la carretera, no quién la esta arreglando.)

La voz activa a diferencia de la voz pasiva resalta al sujeto que hace la accion:

Ejemplo
Active voice: Shakespeare wrote Romeo and Juliet
Passive voice: “Romeo and Juliet” was written by Shakespeare (agregar al autor es opcional)

Sujeto + was/were (verbo to be en pasado) + participle verb (verbo en participio) + complemento
Romeo and Juliet (sujeto) was written by Shakespeare

[-He-She-it: WAS
You-We-They: WERE

Es poco comun usar la voz pasiva en inglés, pero sus usos principales son para relatar hechos
histéricos y noticias.

Past simple: (Was/Were + Participle)
